d. Many popular songs remain true to their original harmonies with little
or no reharmonization. Jazz interpretations of other songs, including
traditional Christmas carols, are also included.

e. A variety of recordings and alternate editions were consulted to create
the most accurate and user-friendly representations of these songs.
